2010 – 2011 Fiscal Year Financial Report

In summary, the parish ended the year with a $12,434 net operating loss, which resulted mainly from a decrease in weekly collections, which are down by more than $112,000 or 12% over the past 4 years.  To help mitigate the decline in collections, the staff has reduced operating expenses by more $115,000 or 9%, and we are now realizing a significant reduction in our utility expenses from our solar panel investment.  However, over the past 4 years, this is now the third year that we are reporting a net operating loss.  

The Council and Fr. Ray certainly want to thank you for your past generosity and encourage you to continue your support.  Additionally, the council believes that we have now cut our operating expenses to the bone and can't continue to do this without impacting parish services and ministries to you, our youth and the needy, not to mention the upkeep and cleanliness of our large facility.  Therefore, please consider as a good steward, the sharing of your treasure by raising your percentage of giving from your income to the degree that you can.  Base it on faith in God, that what you have is from Him, His generous love and then consider your gift.
