Behind the Scenes of This Week’s Readings 
Today’s Gospel: Mark 12:38-44 

When Jesus taught he often made references to 
things in nature, something his audience were fa-
miliar with and to which they could easily relate  In 
today’s Gospel  he speaks of the fig tree. The fig 
tree is the third tree to be specifically named in the 
Hebrew Scriptures (Old Testament). The first two 
trees named are the Tree of Life and the Tree of 
Knowledge of Good and Bad (Genesis 2:9). The 
third is the Fig Tree (Genesis 3:7). In actuality,  
what gets named is the fig leaf used by Adam and 
Eve to clothe their nakedness before God.   
But what kind of tree bears fig leaves?
